· relevance of your participation to the Congress,
· highlights of the proposed paper, 
· importance of said paper for:

· your academic and career path,
· research in the field concerned, 
· mastery of the language in which you wish to present the paper.

It must also include the following information:
· the name of the candidate, clearly shown at the head of the page,
· city and date of redaction,

· about the referee :
· full first and last name(s) and title(s),

· current position(s),

· affiliated department and institution.

The letter of recommendation must be transmitted with a clear mention of the name of the applicant by the referee directly to the selection committee at this address : 18thcc.office@uni-graz.at
